WINDIES KEEN TO TWINDIES KEEN TO TAKE FINAL CHANCEAKE FINAL CHANCE
The Riverside stages its second NatWest Series
match in two days after a 15,000-strong full
house enjoyed some scintillating cricket in the
first. Marcus Trescothick and Alec Stewart led
England to a brilliant 10-wicket win over the
West Indies, but the men from the Caribbean
will return after a night’s sleep keen to bounce
back against Zimbabwe. Andy Flower’s sharp
African outfit have already secured a place in
the final and beaten the Windies twice in the
series at Bristol and Canterbury, but their fel-
low tourists will be desperate to join them at
Lord’s next weekend. Yet if they are to do this,
they will be well aware that they cannot afford
any more slip-ups. Their solitary point from the

abandoned match with England at Lord’s last
weekend has left them with it all to do and
Zimbabwe will be in no mood to let their
recent grip over Jimmy Adams’ side slip.
Flower’s men still sit handsomely at the top of
the table but will want to get their foot back
on the gas ahead of the final following their
loss to England at Old Trafford on Thursday.
Their Riverside outing is their penultimate
group match in the NatWest Series. They next
take on England under the lights at Edgbaston
on Tuesday. England and the West Indies then
complete the league fixtures at Trent Bridge on
Thursday as the Series continues to take top-
class one-day cricket around the country.

Already it has seen some electrifying perfor-
mances from Brian Lara, Neil Johnson, Alistair
Campbell and Guy Whittall, as well as those
from Stewart and Trescothick, and there looks
to be plenty more exciting cricket in store
before the Lord’s final next Saturday.

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England v West Indies
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ALEC STEWART and Marcus Trescothick turned on
the style as England secured a record-breaking
win over West Indies at The Riverside. The pair
raced past the West Indies’ 169 in just 35.2 overs
as England recorded their first 10-wicket victory
in 314 limited overs matches. 

Having already overcome the previously
unbeaten Zimbabwe at Old Trafford on Thursday,
England arrived in confident mood and, cheered
on by a cold but enthusiastic sell-out north-east
crowd, produced a magnificent display in the
field. 

But England’s success in limiting West Indies to
such a manageable total revolved around their
dismissal of Brian Lara in the 33rd over - just as he
was setting himself to propel the tourists towards
a far more challenging score. 

Having progressed to an increasingly stylish half-
century off 91 deliveries, Lara attempted to force
the pace and mis-timed a pull shot off Mark
Ealham and the leading edge fell safely into the

big hands of Andy Flintoff. 
The West Indies innings began badly with 

opener Wavell Hinds falling leg before to Darren
Gough in the second over before Sherwin
Campbell and captain Jimmy Adams both fell in
the space of three Alan Mullally deliveries. 

Lara helped stabilise the innings but his 
dismissal for 54 spurred on England. Mullally fin-
ished as the pick of the bowlers with three for 27.
Trescothick and Stewart then tucked into the
West Indies attack as they chased their target with
relish. 

Stewart, with only one half-century in his 
previous 25 innings, survived an early scare when
he was caught off a Reon King no-ball but made
the tourists pay with a brilliant unbeaten 74. 

Trescothick’s 87 not out took his run tally to
244 from four innings and saw him take over
Alistair Campbell’s 184 as leading scorer in the
tournament. 
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Jimmy Adams
“It’s beginning to

look as though, as a
team, we haven’t come
to grips with this tour-
nament. Whether it is

down to the condi-
tions is debatable but
the fact of the matter

is that as a team we
have not got stuck into
this tournament in any

way whatsoever. I
don’t think it is

because of what hap-
pened in the Lord’s

Test. There are reasons,
but I wouldn’t blame

that defeat on the way
our cricket looks at the

moment. We still have
two one-day games to

focus on before the
switch over to the

Tests and I still believe
we can win two

games. I don’t think it
was a 160-170 wicket.
I thought we were 40
or 50 runs short of a
competitive total on
that surface. I don’t

think any of us in that
dressing room is happy
with what’s happened
in the last two games -

in fact for the entire
tournament really.”

West Indies v Zimbabwe  
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THE WEST INDIES have no margin for error as they as
take on Zimbabwe for the third time in the NatWest
Series. A second defeat in two days at The Riverside
will see them eliminated from the tournament and
watching next week’s Lord’s final from the sidelines. 

Skipper Jimmy Adams will be desperate to spoil
England’s party and pip them to a place in the final
but with only one point to their name knows this is
their last chance. 

These two sides kicked off the NatWest Series at
Bristol and share the distinction of being the first full
international teams to play under floodlights in England. 

On that occasion Zimbabwe ran out six-wicket
winners with Neil Johnson hitting an unbeaten 95 in
their reply. The Africans then repeated the victory at
Canterbury last week, this time finishing on top by 70
runs. Johnson was again in the runs with 51, but Guy
Whittall’s 83 and Alistair Campbell’s 77 not out also
had a large say in the outcome. 

Zimbabwe’s fine performances - they also beat
England by five wickets at The Oval - have been made
all the more impressive by the absence of some of
their key bowlers. 

The rest of the side have risen to the challenge

well and they will be keen to prevent the West Indies
from making it third time lucky. Both sides go into the
match on the back of heavy defeats. Zimbabwe
slumped to an eight-wicket defeat at the hands of
hosts England at Old Trafford on Thursday but have at
least had a couple of days to regroup. 

Their opponents have not had that luxury as they
return to Chester-le-Street field just hours after their
10-wicket loss to England. Their failure to take a
wicket will have been a major concern to Adams and
he will be hoping his attack will fare better against
Zimbabwe’s in-form line-up.

THE DUCKWORTH/LEWIS SYSTEM

NATWEST SERIES – HOW IT WORKS THE UMPIRES

MATCH REFEREE

The system is based on what percentage of its resources (overs and wickets) a team
have left. With 50 overs left and 10 wickets remaining, a team have 100 per cent of its
resources left. The table shows the percentage of resources at other stages in the
innings.
The procedure for working out targets is as follows:
1) For each innings: Use the table to calculate the resource percentage lost by the
interruption and therefore calculate the resource percentage still available.
2) If team B have less resources available than team A, calculate the ratio of the
resources available to both teams. Team B's revised target is obtained by scaling down
team A's score by this ratio.
3) If team B have more resources available than team A, calculate the amount by
which team B's resources exceeds team A's. 
Work this out as a percentage of 225 (the average 50-over score in ECB matches and
one-day internationals). This gives the extra runs to add to team A's score to give
team B's target.

❍ The innings of the team batting second shall not commence before the scheduled
time unless the team batting first has completed its innings at least 30 minutes prior to
the scheduled interval. In such circumstances a 10-minute break will occur, the team
batting second will commence its innings and the interval will occur as scheduled.
❍ At the instant of delivery there may be not more than five fieldsmen on the leg side.

❍ The top two teams in the group will contest the final. In the event of teams finishing
on equal points the right to play in the final will be  decided according to:
The most wins in the group matches. The team that won the most matches between
the tied sides. The team with the higher run rate. The team that has taken the higher
number of wickets per balls. In the event that teams are still level they will draw lots.
